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e-Safety Strategy 2010 – 2013
Introduction

The Lincolnshire Safeguarding Children Board (LSCB) takes seriously the statutory role it has to ensure that member agencies co-operate to safeguard and promote the welfare of children and young people in the locality, and to ensure that they are effective in doing so.

As part of promoting the welfare of children and young people in accordance with the Children Act 2004 and Working Together to Safeguard Children 2010, the LSCB has devised an e-Safety Strategy and practice guidance.
Purpose of the Strategy

This e-safety document has been developed to provide an overview of the strategic approach that the LSCB are taking to ensure that all member agencies, and other organisations who work with children, are effectively safeguarding young people against online risks. The strategy will be reviewed by the Community and Communications Sub Group of the LSCB on an annual basis, to ensure that it remains relevant to its objectives and so that it can develop as technologies change and evolve.

Strategic Priorities

We have agreed a set of six strategic objectives and a variety of actions for each. Each objective is essential to achieving our vision of a digitally safe Lincolnshire.

 

To assist with achieving our vision we have set out a number of methods to allow the realisation of each, including many practical actions for the LSCB and partners.

 

Our six strategic priorities are:

 

1. Raise awareness and understanding of e-Safety issues amongst children and young people

2. Raise awareness and understanding of e-Safety issues amongst parents and carers
3. Raise awareness and understanding of e-Safety issues across all member agencies

4. Enable all member agencies to respond appropriately to incidents as well as respond to risks posed to children and young people by their increased use of ICT
5. Improve safety of children and young people’s access to the internet

6. Monitor e-Safety arrangements and incidents across Lincolnshire

The e-Safety Strategy, LSCB e-Safety practice guidance and associated tasks are the responsibility of the LSCB Community and Communications Sub Group.

Disseminate information to e-Safety leads through monthly newsletter.

Promote a core package of e-Safety resources for use by schools and partners.

Investigate methods of engaging with further and higher educational establishments with a view to raising awareness amongst staff and students
